Mayor Grus opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion to Approve the March Minutes:  A motion was made by Alderman Kuhrts and seconded by Alderman Griffith to approve March minutes. Motion passed.
Old Business:  Mayor Grus reminded the Board of Alderman that Treasure Days and the City Wide Clean Up will both be held on May 1, 2021.  COPD Griffith said that he would make sure that there was police presence at Treasure Days.  
New Business:  Mayor Grus congratulated Kacey Zelch on her elected position as City Collector.  City Collector Melissa Alexander had decided not to run for office this year as she is now retiring.  Mayor Grus presented Melissa with a commemorative clock for her service from 2003 – 2021.  Pictures of Shannon and Melissa will be placed in the paper.  
The Elected Board members were sworn into office:  Alderman I – Jennifer Griffith; Alderman II – Doug Bauer and City Collector Kacey Zelch 
Mayor Grus read Ordinance 2021 – 2, Bill 2, Combining Water / Sewer Systems for the City of Rosebud. Roll call was taken for Alderman Bauer, Alderman Griffith and Alderman Kuhrts.  Alderman Bauer motion to accept this ordinance, it was seconded by Alderman Kuhrts. A second reading was provided by Mayor Grus for the same ordinance.  Roll call was again taken by Alderman Bauer, Alderman Kuhrts and Alderman Griffith.  Alderman Griffith motion to accept the ordinance, it was seconded by Alderman Kuhrts, Ordinance 2021-2 Bill2 passed.  

Mayor Grus read Ordinance 2021-3 , Bill 3 for Revenue Bond Election.  Roll call was again taken for Alderman Bauer, Alderman Kuhrts and Alderman Griffith.  Alderman Griffith motioned to accept the ordinance, Alderman Bauer seconded the motion.  Mayor Grus read Ordinance 2021-3 , Bill 3 for Revenue Bond Election. A representative from Fidelty Communications attending the meeting in order to provide the Board with information concerning the new fiber optic lines that will be installed by Fidelty  Communications for individuals who live within the city limits.  The existing wires were old and outdated and needed to be upgraded.  

Collectors Report:  A motion to accept the April Collectors Report by Alderman Bauer and Alderman Griffith, Motion passed.  
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Financial Report and Payment of Bills.  A motion was made to accept the April Financial Report and Payment of bills.  A motion was made by Alderman Griffith and seconded by Alderman Bauer to approve the payment of the April bills. Motion passed.  

Chief of Police Report:  COPD Mason Griffith presented the police report for the month of April. 
COPD Griffith has contacted MoDot to use the electronic Pedestrian Traffic Board since MRPC’s was broken and will not be replaced.  

COPD will provide signs for the designated area for alcohol for Treasure Days.   
A motion was made by Alderman Kuhrts to accept the police report and was seconded by Alderman Bauer. Motion passed.  
Street Commissioner Report:  Public Works Director Eilers stated that he is still working on a list for streets to be repaired in the City of Rosebud.  
Water Report and Sewer Report:  PWD Eilers said that he has been working on Lift Station engine problems on Pine Street. 
Clyde Zelch stated that the fire hydrant on Crystal Lane was repaired.  Additionally, the fire hydrant on Sharon St needs repaired.  The discussion of the size of hydrant, size of line for the roads and the expense to upgrade hydrants in the city was held.  Mike Logston of Bartlett and West said that he could provide this information to the city for the cost of new hydrants. 

A motion to accept both street and water/sewer report was made by Alderman Griffith, it was seconded by Alderman Kuhrts. Motion passed. 
Mayors Time: Mayor Grus reminded everyone of the Employee Recognition party to be held on June 3rd at Kelly’s house.  We will discuss more details at the next Board meeting.  
Flower boxes should be ready by May 1st, Treasure Days.  City Clerk Parker will purchase and plant flowers for the planters.  

The next meeting held on May 11th will be held at 6:30 in order to discuss the upcoming 2021-2022 budget.  

A motion to adjourn was made by Alderman Kuhrts and seconded by Alderman Griffith.  The meeting was adjourned. 
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
