Mayor Grus opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion to Approve the February Minutes:  A motion was made by Alderman Kuhrts and seconded by Alderman Griffith to approve February minutes. Motion passed.
Old Business:   Kyle Landwehr from Bartlett and West presented Bartlett and Wests final findings, recommendations and funding for the upcoming sewer project.  The Board of Alderman were each given a Facility Plan that discussed three recommendations for the City.  The first recommendation for Regionalization was to tap into a pre-existing plant such as Owensville.  Another recommendation included Land application which would only allow the city to spray during the warmer months, creating a holding tank during the colder ones.  The final recommendation was for a Triple Point Lagoon which utilizes the currently lagoon system but treats the output more effectively.  The Triple Point was the cheapest and most practical option for the city.  In order to fund this system, as well as other needed sewer line repairs, the  recommendation was made to utilize the State Revolving Fund for needed financial support.  Bond information must be submitted to the state by May 18th.  The funding package approval would not be released until October 29th . Kyle emphasized that the initial bond should be considered not only for the current sewer upgrades but also other projects that the city foresees in the future.  A recommendation from the Board of Alderman was needed in order for Bartlett and West to proceed with working with the city to submit a Bond for funding.   Alderman Griffith approved the motion for Bartlett and West to continue with the project, it was seconded by Alderman Bauer and it was seconded by Alderman Haase.   Alderman Griffith motion for the City of Rosebud to go into another contract with Bartlett and West, it was seconded by Alderman Bauer.  Alderman Haase motioned to accept the Resolution 3-2021 for DNR, Alderman Bauer seconded the motion. All motions passed.  
New Business:  Mayor Grus announced that the Garbage Day this year is May 1st.  
Clancys has requested that they would be allowed to have a designated area to have outside that individuals would be able to be served alcohol.  This would be on May 1st, Treasure Day event from 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. COPD Griffith will map out a designed area for this day and provide the maps to the local area merchants.  

Employee Recognition Day will be held on Thursday, June 3rd at Alderman Kuhrts residence. 

Collectors Report:  A motion to accept the February Collectors Report by Alderman Bauer and Alderman Haase, Motion passed.  
Financial Report and Payment of Bills.  A motion was made to accept the March Financial Report and Payment of bills.  A motion was made by Alderman Haase and seconded by Alderman Griffith to approve the payment of the March bills. Motion passed.  
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Chief of Police Report:  COPD Mason Griffith presented the police report for the month of March. 
COPD Griffith had a staff meeting will all officers to discuss schedules.  The Code Enforcement Officer will resume duties on March 15th and will utilize the white police car during cooler months.  
Coffee with a COP will be held at Ruthies Restaurant on March 16th from 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. 

Rosebud Police Department has made flyers for this event.  

A motion was made by Alderman Bauer to accept the police report and was seconded by Alderman Kuhrts. Motion passed.  
Street Commissioner Report:  Public Works Director Eilers said that he will be working on a road list for this year.  The maintenance of the street behind ARS was discussed by the Board as a citizen has requested that the city maintain this street.  Since the street is not owned by the City, the city is not responsible for its maintenance.  City Clerk will order signs to be placed prior to the street notifying the public that the city is not required to maintain it.     
PWD Eilers and Clyde Zelch attended a presentation of a Triple Point System organized by Bartlett and West.  It is an easy system to attach to the current lagoon and the cheapest route for the city.  Bartlett and West will be presenting their recommendations to the Rosebud Board of Alderman at the March 9th meeting. 
Water Report and Sewer Report:  PWD Eilers was addressed in the meeting by Mr. Vaughn who stated that there was a leak on his property.  PWD Eilers explained that he had already checked his line for leaks and did not find any therefore it must be a different issue that the homeowner must address.
A motion to accept both street and water/sewer report was made by Alderman Haase, it was seconded by Alderman Griffith. Motion passed. 
Mayors Time: Mayor Grus stated that the Collector position is available and to look for individuals who may be interested and qualified.  Additionally, DNR will require that Reinholds water line must have approval by them in order to connect to the City’s main line. B&W said that they would be willing to assist the city on this approval. 
A motion to adjourn was made by Alderman Kuhrts and seconded by Alderman Griffith.  The meeting was adjourned. 
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
